Directions: As you read the novel, complete five of the following assignments of your choice on loose-leaf paper or typed.  Each response should be half to one page, unless otherwise noted, typed or handwritten.  You will staple the assignments to this sheet, or you may keep all assignments in a folder to turn in on the first day of school.

1. Write one paragraph in which you connect an event in the story to something that has happened in your own life.

2. Create a ten-word vocabulary list with new words from this novel.  Include definitions.

3. In one paragraph discuss what the most compelling aspect of this novel is to you?  Why?

4. Compare and contrast two characters in the novel.  This can be done as a Double Bubble, a Venn Diagram, or a paragraph.

5. Create a five-question interview with one of the characters from the novel. Questions should relate to the story and should be asked in your voice.  Answers should be in the character’s voice.

6. What is your favorite quote from the book?  Cite the quotation, explain its relevance to the story, and describe why it is important to you.

7. Could this story have really happened? Describe why or why not in one paragraph.

8. Create a new ending for the novel.  Minimum one paragraph, maximum two pages.

9. Pretend you are one of the minor characters in this novel.  Create a journal entry telling one scene from this character’s point of view.

10. Create a one-scene play of your favorite scene of the book.  Include a list of characters with descriptions, stage directions, and proper script formatting.  Should be one to two pages in length.

11. Compare and contrast yourself to the main character of this novel in one paragraph.

12. Find another novel by the same author online or at the library and, in one paragraph, discuss why you might or might not want to read it.
